______________ is interested in continuing to provide a safe and enjoyable living experience for all residents. At this time, the smoking policy is being reviewed to determine if it should be revised to ensure a safer environment. 
According to the 2006 U.S. Surgeon General’s Report, there is no safe or risk-free level of secondhand smoke exposure. This exposure can be particularly dangerous to children, adults and children with asthma, and people with heart or breathing problems.  Additionally the cost of turning over a unit that has been smoked in is roughly $3,000 more than a unit that has not been smoked in. 
Your tenancy is valued and we would appreciate your input. Our hope is to design a policy that is fair to our residents and provides guidance as to where smoking will or will not be permitted. A smokefree environment would not mean that people who smoke cannot live in or visit. It simply means that smoking would not be allowed in certain areas. We believe a revised policy will reduce problems and reports from residents about drifting secondhand smoke.
